Drupal Developer Fellowship
[bookmark: _GoBack]The brand new Mason Center for Social Entrepreneurship is looking for students or young professionals interested in collaborating in the redesign of a service-learning platform using the Drupal 7.x CMS. This would be a fellowship with a stipend to be determined (based on experience and availability).
The platform will include the following features:
• Volunteer listings
• Course listings
• User profiles (student volunteers, faculty, agencies, and various administration levels
• Social media integration (including connected accounts using a Janrain Engage)
• Hours tracking
• Referral tracking
• User generated content (reflections, ratings, volunteer listings)
• A feed of volunteer opportunities provided by Volunteer Solutions as an XML feed using the VOML standard
• General opportunities as well as fixed-time volunteer events
In particular, we need help designing the following features:
• Data importation and exportation of the Volunteer Solutions opportunity feed into nodes (in XML format using an implementation of Drupal’s Feeds module or some module)
• The display of contextual content.
• A faceted search of volunteer opportunities using Drupal’s Apache Solr and/or Search API modules.
• A secure permissions system where users can serve (and apply for) roles and manage content.
• A secure database architecture with a backup system that follows established best practices
• An administrative system for various content editors
Qualifications:
• Experience and enthusiasm for working with PHP and the Drupal API
• Strong understanding of database architecture and security
• Optional: previous experience with faceted search functionality (like Apache Solr)
• Strong ability to problem solve and troubleshoot web applications and code
• A good sense of humor!
• An interest in social change!
Other notes about the project:
• Drupal 7 core (now in version 7.4) is stable and mostly functional (though I'll leave that debate to others!), but many of the contributing modules are still a bit buggy. Any interested party will need to understand how to create patches and quickly problem solve when confronted with an unstable module. They will need to monitor the latest updates to Drupal modules as well as new modules (and sandbox projects) that could simplify the project.
